What you need to know before buying a residential property 
Before you buy a home, you should be aware of a range of issues that may affect that property and impose restrictions 

or obligations on you, if you buy it.

Urban living 

Moving to the inner city?  

High density areas are attractive for their entertainment and service areas, but these activities create increased traffic 

as well as noise and odours from businesses and people. Familiarising yourself with the character of the area will give 

you a balanced understanding of what to expect.

The following defects were found to be worthy of notation:

Defects

KITCHEN- The kickers to the cabinets have not been caulked to floor with general gaps. The existing timber floors had a cut out/ hole to 
floor at fridge space that looks to be from previous services/ plumbing. The fixing screws to cupboards sit proud and bit fully installed and 
not fitted with covers/ stickers. Finished linings / plaster surface have visible patching.

BATHROOM- The bathroom to the front of dwelling has internal renovations. Finished linings / plaster surface have visible patching. The 
Toilet pan has not been caulked to floor and was loose. Entry door rubs on the frame when operating and requires adjustment.

LAUNDRY- Finished linings / plaster surface have visible patching. The bench top has chips to end of bench top to end being cut.
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BEDROOM- The area has an additional wall constructed to passage to create an additional bedroom. Linings / plaster surface have 
visible patching. The Toilet pan has not been caulked to floor and was loose. Entry door rubs on the floor when operating and requires 
adjustment.

BATHROOM- The bathroom to the rear of dwelling has internal renovations. Finished linings / plaster surface have visible patching. Entry 
door rubs on the floor when operating and requires adjustment. The bath has has damages with visible crack or chip.

Inaccessible Areas:

Did not attempt to access the ceiling space or roof as the works did not extend to this area.

Floors have been tiled to areas and preparation or lining unknown and has 
general floor undulation to heights.

A wall has been constructed to a existing living/ passage to create a additional 
area and the wall
Would be considered a infill wall and non structural.

Majority of the internal to the dwelling has been renovated or painted and has 
visible patches to linings throughout.
Practical and functional dwelling has been created from existing structure.
